5.3. Immigration

· General declaration (type of aircraft and registration number, arrival, departure, crew and passenger details and information)

· Valid passport

· Visa (for those countries that require it).

· Immigration form (one for each passenger or crew member)

· Minors with passport not travelling with any of their parents must present a letter of authorization.

5.4 Customs

Each passenger or family head must present a customs declaration.

Random checks will be made of passengers’ luggage.

All crew members luggage will be checked by customs agents if they are going to stay in the country or leave the airport terminal.

5.5 Agriculture

For overnight staying, agriculture agents will check that no food (fruits, meat flowers, etc) be disembarked from the aircraft. If the aircraft is leaving immediately, food can be taken back with no problem.
